Af ter  i ts  arr ival ,  the ai rcraf t  was stored at
Cuatro Vientos unt i l  i ts  f i rs t  publ ic  appearance
in  the  s ta t i c  d i sp lay  a t  the  F IO 's  1  June  even t .  l t
is  expected that  i t  wi l l  f ly  in the FIO's monthly
shows af ter  the summer.

The Rapide has been bought for  €225,000
thanks to the patronage of  the c i ty  of  Getafe,
where the FIO wi l l  move in two years ' t ime af ter
bu i l d ing  i t s  new museum des igned  by  Br i t i sh
archi tect  Sir  Norman Foster .
